The following items were discussed.

The Mayor gave some very interesting answers to these and other questions that arose and the children learned a lot about local history and the role of the Mayor and the Town Council in important issues such as developing the Neighbourhood Plan to ensure that Winsford will be a good place to live when they are all grown-ups.

The Mayor promised to give each of the children a copy of the Town Council magazine.

The Junior Mayor, Megan Hammil, escorted the Mayor to her car and thanked her for visiting our school.
