Continent, country, region
an area that is defined by certain unifying characteristics, which may be physical, human, or cultural.
Human features
created by humans, for example: roads, houses, canals.
Physical features
naturally occurring things such as rivers, mountains and lakes.
River
a natural watercourse, flowing towards the sea, an ocean or a lake
Mountain
a landform that rises high above the surrounding terrain in a limited area
Lake
a large area of water surrounded by land, which are usually connected to the sea by river or stream
Tectonic Plate
Different rocky sections called which fit together like a puzzle covering earth.
Tourism 
an industry that drives people to travel for leisure and recreation. 



Life in the Alpine Region

More than 120 million visitors visit the Alps each year – tourism provides essential income. Other chief industries include forestry, farming, cheese-making and baking, woodworking and carpentry.

The mountains formed over millions of years as the African and Eurasian tectonic plates collided. This caused marine sedimentary rocks to thrust and fold upwards into high mountain peaks such as Mont Blanc and the Matterhorn. Mont Blanc spans the border of France and Italy, and is the highest mountain in the Alps at 4810 m (15,781ft).
